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Onsoz

Bir Osmanli yoneticisi 6ldiigiinde, tebaasi iztintiistini,
kara kiyafetler giyerek, bagliklarini yere firlatarak, yayla-
rin kirarak, aglayarak ve inleyerek gosterirdi. Halefine
biraktigi egemen giicini, ‘kut’unu kaybetmis ve sade bir
kisi olmustur artik. 16. yiizyilin sonlanmasiyla, islam dini
Osmanli toplumunu giderek daha fazla etkilemeye bas-
lamis ve insanlari eski geleneklere karsi ilgisizlestirmis
olmasina ragmen, imparatorluk cenaze torenlerinde eski
yontemler izlenirdi ve yeni hiikiimdarin ilk gorevi, selefi-
nin cenaze torenini diizenleyerek, o donemde 6liimiinden
once mezarin hazirlanmasi kétiiye alamet sayildigindan,
heniiz planlanmamis mezarini hazirlatmakti. Oliiniin ar-
dindan yliksek sesle agit yakmak, ve onun da 6tesinde,
kendisini hatirlamak amacl anit (tiirbe) insa edilmesi
bir Islam adeti degil, eski Tiirk adetidir. Bir hiikiimdar,
once Bursa, 1453’den sonra da Istanbul olan baskenti-
nin uzaginda 6ldiigiinde, atalarinin yaninda yatmasi icin
cenazesinin oraya getirilmesi gerekmekteydi. Bu durum,
Osmanl Imparatorlugu’nun gecici mezarlarinin varhgin
aciklamaktadir. Tim Miislimanlar gibi Osmanl Hikim-
darlar da topraga gomiiliirlerdi, ancak mezarlarina gok
blytk bir sanduka konur ve hanedanlik hakkinin yeni
Hiitkiimdar’a gectigini ve Osmanli Hanedanliginin ebedi
onemini gostermek icin muhtesem yapitlar insa edilirdi.

Baz1 imparatorluk tiirbeleri sanat tarihi agisindan bii-
yilkk 6neme sahiptir, bazilar ise, catisindaki agikliktan me-
zarin lizerine yagmurun yagdig: I. Murad (1389) tiirbesin-
de oldugu gibi, 6nemli sembolik 6geler tasirlar. Bursa’da,

Muradiye orneginde oldugu gibi, camii, hamam, hastane,
medrese ve birka¢ hanedanlik sehzadesine ait mezardan
olusan komplekslerin varligi, Osmanli Hanedanhgindaki
kullanimi ve fonksiyonunu anlamak agisindan da onem
tasimaktadir. 16. yuzyildaki Sultan ve kullarn iligkisinde
Sultan’in tebaasina karsi 6ncelikli sorumlulugu, onlari bir
baba gibi korumak ve doyurmakti. Bu kitapta toplanan
fotograflara bakildiginda, yiizyillar boyunca Osmanli mi-
marisinin gosterdigi gelisimleri ve hanedanlik diisiince ve
simgeciligini anlamak miimkiin olabilmektedir.

Bu tarz bir kitabin olusturulmas: fikri, Osmanl
Imparatorlugu’nun en eski baskenti olan Bursa’ya ara-
bayla yapilan bir seyahatte ortaya atildi. Gercege doniis-
turilmesi yillar siirdii. Edizioni Ca’ Foscari tarafindan
yayinlanan ‘Hilal’ koleksiyonunun ilk sayisi1 Tra Quattro
paradisi. Esperienze, ideologie e riti relativi alla morte
tra Oriente e Occidente. kitabinin devami ve tamamlayi-
cis1 olmustur. Fatih Demirhan ve proje sponsoru Italian
Ministero dell’Istruzione, dell’Universita e della Ricerca
(prIN 2008) sayesinde, ilk defa tim Osmanl hitkimdar-
larinin mezarlarina iliskin fotograflar akademisyenlerin
kullanimina sunulmaktadir. Bu anitlar, sadece sanatsal
degerleri agisindan degil, Osmanli’nin gegmis gelenekle-
rini simgelemesi agisindan da onemlidir. En eski tiirbeler
orijinal hallerinde degildirler, yiizyillar boyunca yeniden
insa edilmislerdir, ancak varliklari, yakin tarihlerde dahi,
Tirkiye’de Osmanli Hanedanhgina her zaman gosterilen
onemi ifade etmektedir.

Preface

When an Ottoman ruler died his subjects displayed
their sorrow putting on dark dresses, throwing their
headgears to the ground, breaking their bows, crying
and moaning. The dead had just become a mere man. He
had lost the kut, the sovereign power which had fled to his
successor. Even if, with the end of the 16™ century, Islam
influenced more and more Ottoman society and made
people neglect ancient customs, imperial funeral rites
used to follow ancient patterns. The first task of the new
ruler, arranging the funeral ceremony of his predecessor,
was to order his grave, which had not yet been devised,
since to build a grave before death was considered an
ill omen. To mourn loud a dead and, above all, to build a
monument to remember him (tiirbe) does not belong to
the Islamic tradition but to the ancient Turkish one. If a
ruler died far from his capital, first Bursa and after 1453
Istanbul, his body had to be brought there to lie near his
ancestors. This fact explains the existence of Ottoman
imperial temporary graves. As any other Muslim even the
Ottoman rulers were buried in the ground, however, on
their resting place, huge sarcophagi were put and great
buildings were usually created to show the transfer of the
imperial right to the new sovereign and the everlasting
importance of the Ottoman dynasty.

Some imperial tiirbes are very important from the point
of view of art history and some of them contain also im-
portant symbolic elements, such as that of Murad 1(1389)
whose resting place had to be sprinkled by rain through
a hole in the dome. The existence of funeral complexes,

such as Muradiye in Bursa comprehending a mosque,
a hammam, a hospital, a medrese and several imperial
princes’ graves, are also important to understand the
function once exercised by the Ottoman dynasty: above
all in the period of kuls (sultan’s slaves, 16™ century) it
was considered the enlarged family of the whole ruling
class, while the sultan was the father whose first task
was to give food and protection to his children. Thus,
on looking at the photos collected in this book one may
understand the developments undertaken by Ottoman
architecture and imperial thought and symbolism in the
course of many centuries.

The idea of a book of this kind came during a travel
by car to Bursa, the most ancient capital of the Ottoman
Empire. It took years to be realized. It appears now as the
sequel and integral part of the book Tra Quattro paradisi.
Esperienze, ideologie e riti relativi alla morte tra Oriente
e Occidente, the first number of the collection Hilal pub-
lished by the Edizioni Ca’ Foscari. Thus, thanks to Fatih
Demirhan and the project sponsored by the Italian Mi-
nistero dell’Istruzione, dell’Universita e della Ricerca
(PRIN 2008), the complete photo series of the Ottoman rul-
ers’ graves is available for the scholars for the first time.
These monuments are important not only for their artistic
value but also because they bear witness to Ottoman past
traditions and symbolism. The most ancient ones are not
original; they have been rebuilt during the centuries, but
their existence shows the importance always attached to
the Ottoman dynasty in Turkey, even in these last years.

Bu kitapta 36 Osmanli Padisahinin tiirbeleri ve kisa ta-
rihleri yer almaktadir. Tirbelerin fotograflarinin yani sira
36 Osmanl Sultani icin dogum ve 6liim tarihleri, saltanat
siireleri, bilindigi kadari ile 6lim nedenleri, varsa vasiyet-
leri, her sultan igin tugrasi, kendi doneminde basilan bir
para ve portresine de yer verilmistir. Osmanl Devletinin
hiikiimranlik alametlerinden oldugu icin tahta gectigi za-
man her sultan adina para basilmistir. Osmanli Padisahla-
rinin bir imzasi sayilabilecek olan tugralarda padisahin ve
babasinin adi ve 11. Murad doneminden sonra tugralarda
yer alan el muzaffer ibaresi yer alir. Tugra ilk olarak Or-
han Gazi tarafindan kullanilmistir. Dolayisi ile sadece 35
padisah tugras: vardir. Kitapta yer alan portrelerin bir
kismi gergekgi olsa da bir cogu sonradan yapilan temsili
resimlerdir. ik padisahlar sultan ibaresini kullanmamus,
han, bey, emir, gazi gibi unvanlar kullanilmistir. Sultan
unvamni ilk olarak 14. yy ‘da 1. Bayezid tarafindan kulla-
nilmis, halife unvani ise ilk olarak 1774 te. 1. Abdilhamid
tarafindan kullanilmistir.

Son sultan haricinde tim Osmanli Padisahlar:1 Bur-
sa ve Istanbul’da gomiliidiir. Osmanlilarn ilk baskenti
Bursa’da 6 sultan tiirbesi vardir. Daha sonra Istanbul’un
baskent olmasiyla 29 sultan Istanbul’a gomiilmiistiir. Son

sultan vi. Mehmed Vahdeddin ise Suriye’nin Sam kentin-
de gomilidiir. Bursa ve Istanbul’da toplam 22 tiirbede
35 sultan gomuludir. Bunlarin disinda savas meydaninda
olen 2 sultan icin oldiikleri yerde makam tiirbeleri yapil-
mustir, 2 sultan icin ise gecici mezar yerleri vardir. ilk 15
sultanin her birine ayr1 birer tirbe yapilmistir, ancak 16.
sultan olan 1. Osman’in babasinin tiirbesine defnedilmesi
ile bu adet bozulmustur.

Turbeler, Cumhuriyetin kurulusundan sonra tekke
ve zaviyelerle birlikte 1925 yilinda kapatilmis, bir kismi
1950’den sonra digerleri ise 1990’dan itibaren agilmaya
baslanmistir. Gliniimiizde bakim onarim gibi nedenler ha-
ricinde tiim Sultan Tiirbeleri ziyarete agiktir. Tiirbeler ig
ve dis tadilatlar nedeniyle zaman zaman uzun siirelerle
ziyarete kapandiklarindan fotograflar uzunca bir zaman
araliginda cekilmigtir. Fotograflarin ¢ekimi ve kitabin

Introduction

This book deals with the tombs (tiirbe) of the thirty-six
Ottoman rulers and their histories. Dates of birth, reign
and death, other information about their lives, wills (if
any), imperial monograms (tugra), images of coins and a
portrait (real or fictitious) of each ruler accompany the
photos of the Ottoman imperial funeral monuments. As a
sign of sovereignty, every ruler had to have a coin minted
in his name, as soon as he ascended to the throne, to bear
witness to his right to govern. Every ruler had a mono-
gram where his name and that of his father were written;
the words ‘always victorious’ were added after Murad 11
on every tugra. Only 35 tugras remain; the first extant
one belongs to Orhan Gazi, the son of Osman. Every ruler
was known with a nickname and Gazi meant «frontier
raider». Some of the portraits are realistic but a lot of
them were made later, and are imaginary. The first Otto-
man emperors (Padisah) had only the titles of khan, bey
and emir; only at the end of the 14™ century Bayezid 1
began to use the title of sultan and only after 1774 Abdiil-
hamid 1 began to be known with that of caliph.

With the exception of the last one, all Ottoman Padisahs
are buried in Bursa and Istanbul. Bursa, the first capital
city of the Ottomans, houses six imperial tombs. Later,
Istanbul became the capital, and twenty-nine sultans were

buried there. The last sultan, Mehmed Vahideddin vI is
buried in Damascus, Syria. In Bursa and Istanbul, there
are in total twenty-two tombs which houses thirty-five
Padisahs. Two rulers (Murad 1 and Siileyman 1) died on the
battlefield, and cenotaphs were built on the place where
they had died, while two sovereigns lied in temporary
graves. Funeral monuments were built for the first fifteen
Padisahs, however, this rule was broken when the 16 sul-
tan, Osman 11, died and was buried into his father’s tiirbe.

After the establishment of the Turkish Republic, Ot-
toman imperial tombs were closed to public in 1925, to-
gether with dervish lodges. Some of them were re-opened
in 1950 and the rest of them from 1990 onwards. Pres-
ently, all Padisahs’ tiirbe are generally open to visitors
except for times when they are closed due to repairs et
cetera. Due to inner and outer restorations, at times the
tombs were closed to public for long periods. This is why
the pictures have been taken in a long time frame. I must
thank Sadik Ucok, Ozer Erdogan, Oryal Gokdemir, Dicle
Demirhan, Thomas Godfrey, Antonio Fabris and Elisa-
betta Ragagnin for their valuable support during picture
taking and text writing, and also my esteemed friend
Maria Pia Pedani for encouraging me to have this work
transformed into a book.

Osmanli Devleti’nin kurucusu Osman Gazi’nin Oguz-
larin Kay1 Boyuna mensup olmasi ve babasinin Ertugrul
Gazi olmas1 bilinmekle birlikte, aile seceresine dair bilgi
oldukca azdir. Osman Gazi doneminde basilan bir paranin
tizerinde yer alan Osman bin Ertugrul bin Giindiz Alp
yazisi, dedesinin adinin Giindiz Alp oldugunu belirler.

17.yy tarihg¢isi Miineccimbagsi Ahmet Dede’nin kitabin-
da yazdigina gore Kabak Alp liderliginde bir boy Ankara
civarinda Karacadag’a yerlesmis, Kabak Alp’in 6limin-
den sonra yerine Sarkon Alp, ondan sonra Gok Alp ve
onu takiben Giindiiz Alp lider olmustur. Glindiiz Alp’in
vefatindan sonra hanlik oglu Ertugrul’a gegmistir. Sozii
edilen atalardan giinimuzde sadece Giindiz Alp ve Er-
tugrul Gazi'ye ait bilinen mezar yerleri vardir.

1. Before the Ottoman State

Osman Gazi, the founder of the Ottoman state, be-
longed to the Kayi tribe, a branch of the Oguz Turks, and
was the son of Ertugrul Gazi. Besides these facts, infor-
mation on Osman’s family history is scanty. A coin minted
during Osman’s reign states, «Osman, son of Ertugrul
son of Gunduz Alp». Thus, it appears clear that Gunduz
Alp was Osman’s grandfather.

The 17% century historian Miineccimbas1 Ahmed Dede
wrote that a man named Kabak Alp settled in Karacadag
near Ankara and, after his death, Sarkon Alp ruled his
tribe. Gok Alp and Giindiiz Alp succeeded Sarkon. A fter
Glindiiz’ passing away, his son Ertugrul inherited the title
of khan (chief of the tribe). Today, only the burial sites of
Glndiiz Alp and Ertugrul Gazi are known.

Gunduz Alp (1158-1236)

Nasil yasadidi, neler basardidi, nasil 6ldugi bilinme-
yen, hatta oldugi yer bile tartismali olan Giindiiz Alp’in
karis1 Hayme Ana hala hatirlanan ve adi yasayan onem-
li bir kisiliktir. Giindiz Alp’in 6liminden sonra Hayme
Ana’nin bir miilddet idareyi ele aldig1 ve toplulugu Sogt

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No data is available
about Gundiz’s life, his
achievements, his death
and even the place where
he died is in debate. On
the other hand, his wife,
Hayme Ana, is still remem-
bered as a very important
lady. A popular belief re-
fers that, after his death,
she assumed the leader-
ship of her husband’s tribe
and led it to Sogiit. In 2001
the Turkish government
re-built Gindiz Alp’s sup-
posed tomb existing in the
village of Hirkatepe, near
Ankara. However, no infor-
mation about the original
structure of the tomb is
available. Caretakers of
this tomb are the mem-
bers of a family bearing
the name of Glindiizalp.

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Ertugrul Gazi was a frontier lord (u¢bey) un-
der the Seljuk sultans and he was the father of
Osman, the founder of the Ottoman dynasty. He
was over ninety-year-old when he died and his
son built for him a very simple grave. At the
beginning of the 15%® century Mehmed Celebi
I built a monumental tomb on Ertugrul Gazi’s
resting place. It was restored by Mustafa 111 in
1757 and the structure was changed during this
restoration. The building we see today is the
result of other repairs, ordered by sultan Abdil-
hamid 11in 1886, which include the addition of a
fountain to one side. Other graves in the garden
of the tiirbe belong to Osman’s family members
and comrades in arms. Inside the tomb there
is only one sarcophagus belonging to Ertugrul
Gazi. Authorities hold commemoration ceremo-
nies there every year. The tomb of Ertugrul Gazi
is a popular place to visit.

Osmanl Devleti’nin kurucusu Osman Gazi, Bursa’da
gomiilmeyi vasiyet etmis ve vasiyet ettigi yere gomiil-
miistiir. Bu tarihten sonra, Istanbul alinana kadar, tiim
sultanlar ve saltanat ailesi Giyelerinin biiyiik bir cogunlu-
gu Osman Gazi gibi Bursa’da gémiilmiistiir. Istanbul alin-
diktan sonra ise sultanlar Istanbul’da gémiilmiis, ancak
sehzadeler ve diger aile tyeleri Kanuni Sultan Stileyman
donemine kadar Bursa’da gomulmeye devam edilmistir.

2. Imperial Tombs in Bursa

The founder of the Ottoman state, Osman Gazi, asked
to be buried in Bursa. Thereafter, following his example,
his successors and most members of the royal family,
were buried in that city until the conquest of Istanbul.
After 1453, sultans chose the new capital as their last
resting-place, however, royal princes were still buried in
Bursa. This tradition has been carried on until the reign
of Silleyman 1.

Tiirbede sergilendigi
bilinen, Selguklu Sultan1 Alaaddin tarafindan Osman
Gazi’'ye gonderildigi s6ylenen ¢ok biiyiik bir davul ve tes-
bih, yanginda yok olmustur. icinde Osman Gazi’nin yani
sira Osmanl ailesine mensup kisilere ait 16 sanduka daha
bulunan tirbe, 1863 yilinda Sultan Abdilaziz’in emri ile
tamamen yeniden yapilmistir.

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Osman Gazi died of gout in 1324, during the siege of
Bursa. A popular legend says that during the siege, he
asked his companions to bury him under the dome of St.
Elias monastery that he saw sparkling in the distance.
They fulfilled his desire and his tomb was built in the
chapel of the former monastery. The shining structure
that Osman saw was called the Silver Dome. In 1801 it

went up in flames and also a large drum, given by the
Seljuk sultan Alaeddin to Osman, and a rosary, that were
kept there, were lost in the fire. In 1855 an earthquake
destroyed again the dome. In 1863 sultan Abdiilaziz or-
dered to re-built the tiirbe, which also houses sixteen
other sarcophagi of Ottoman family members.

was transferred to Bursa. In the garden of Ertugrul Gazi’s
tomb in Sogiit, a stone pillar marks the spot where Osman
Gazi was temporarily buried; it has taken the place of his
gravestone, which is now kept inside the building.

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Orhan Gazi was born in Sogiit in 1281. He began to
rule before Osman Gazi’s death and completed the con-
quest of the Byzantine city of Bursa. The date of his death
is uncertain but he died in Bursa. The Ottoman historian
Asikpasazade writes that he became tired of life after
the accidental death of his eldest son, Siileyman Pasha,
which had taken place in 1358, and died a few months lat-
er. Other historians report that he died in 1361 or 1362,
or even in 1366, however after the conquest of the city of

Edirne.. According to his request, Orhan Gazi was buried
near his father, in the monastery of St. Elias, but in anoth-
er tiirbe. In 1855 an earthquake destroyed the buildings
housing the imperial tombs and in 1863, during the reign
of sultan Abdiilaziz, the present complex was built using
the original foundation and architectural plans. Nineteen
sarcophagi lie there, next to Orhan Gazi’s one, and traces
of the original ancient mosaics of the monasteries can be
seen on the floor of the tiirbe.

Murad 1 or Murad Hiidavendigar (Master of
the world) is the only Ottoman ruler killed on
a battlefield. On 15 June 1389 his army won a
great battle at Kosovo Polje, against a coalition
of Serbians and Bosnians. Wandering on the
battlefield after the fight, he was stabbed to
death by a Serbian nobleman (Milo§ Obilovic,
according to one tradition) who had asked to
talk with him. Murad’s internal organs were
buried where he fell, but his body was em-
balmed, brought back to Bursa and buried
near the mosque he had built. His tiirbe was
erected by his son Bayezid 1. The building was
greatly damaged during the 1855 earthquake,
however, it was repaired according to its origi-
nal plan and shape. The tomb contains seven
other sarcophagi, belonging to Ottoman family
members.

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The Ottomans built a cenotaph for Murad 1in the place
where he had died and his organs had been buried. The
building was called Meshed-i Hudavendigar (the place
of martyrdom of Hiidavendigar) and its construction was
finished during the reign of Bayezid 1. However, the pre-
sent-day construction is rather different from the original
due to several repairs and changes. After an extensive
repair in 1884, under Sultan Abdilaziz, its care was en-

trusted to a family from Bukhara whose members are still
today the caretakers of the tomb. Sultan Murad was killed
by a person who had asked to talk with him and, because
of this fact, the following Ottoman rulers gave audience
to foreigners (ambassadors included) only if their arms
were tightly gripped by two kapicibasis (gatekeepers) of
the Imperial Palace.

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Bayezid 1 was called Yildirim (Thunderbolt) be-
cause of his courage and quick decisions. On the bat-
tlefield of Kosovo Polje, where his father had died,
he ascended to the throne and immediately ordered
his brother Yakub’s death. In 1402 he lost a great
battle against Tamerlane’s army near Ankara. He
was captured and spent the next year in captivity
in Aksehir. It is widely believed that, unwilling to
follow Tamerlane to Inner Asia, he ended his life by
swallowing the poison he had in his ring. This legend
inspired several dramas in the western world, such
as Tamburlaine the Great, written by Christopher
Marlowe. Bayezid’s body was put in an ancient tiirbe
in Aksehir. Before leaving for Inner Asia, Tamerlane
gave the body to Bayezid’s son, Musa Celebi, who
brought it to Bursa. Here, a tiirbe was built for him
by another son, Sileyman Celebi. It was ruined by
an earthquake and had frequent repairs, but it never
totally collapsed and its original shape is preserved.
In the building there are the graves of Bayezid and
four members of his family. No real evidence con-
firms the story that members of the Karamanogullar
tribe removed the sultan’s bones from his grave and
burned them during their siege of Bursa in 1413.

During his captivity in Aksehir, Bayezid I was im-
prisoned in a room placed under the mosque of Ferruh
Sah. Just after his death, in 1403, his body was put in
Seyh Mahmud Hayrani’s tiirbe which is very close to
the mosque. This building is a good example of funeral
monuments of the Seljukid period and it dates back to

1268, the year of the Seyh’s death. After the defeat of
Ankara, the Ottoman Empire was on the point of disap-
pearing. There were some years of interregnum when
Bayezid’s four sons fought one against the other. Lastly,
in 1413 Mehmed 1 (called Celebi, the Prince) ascended
to the throne.

Feeling his death was imminent, the sultan
ordered his viziers to summon his son Murad and added
that, if he had died before his heir’s arrival, they had to
keep the secret about his death. Thus, the sultan’s de-
cease had been hidden for forty days, until his son, the
governor of Amasya, reached Bursa and ascended to the
throne. Later, Mehmed 1I's body was brought to Bursa
and buried near the mosque he had built. The architect
Hac1 Ivaz Pasa conceived his funeral monument, which
is known as the Yesil (Green) Tilirbe because of its glazed
tiles. It is one of the best known Ottoman imperial funeral
monuments. Besides Mehmed’s sarcophagus, there are
seven other ones in this tiirbe.

In 1444, sad for his first son Alaeddin’s untimely
death, Murad 11 entrusted the throne to his thirteen-
year-old son, Mehmed 11, but, after two years, the
great vizier Candarl Halil Pasha called him back
to his place. In 1451, while visiting an island in the
Maritza river, Murad 11 had a stroke and died in
Edirne. In his will, made in 1446, he described in
detail where and how he wanted to be buried. First
of all he asked that his body was put near his son’s
Alaeddin Ali’s grave, but not in the same tiirbe. Sec-
ondly, he wanted to be buried directly in the earth
with a square walled structure build around; the
dome had to have a hole in the middle, so that rain
could fall on the grave. Moreover, he did not allow
anyone to be buried near him. If he had died far
from Bursa (as it happened), he asked to be taken
to that city and buried on a thursday. Murad’s desire
was fulfilled and his son Mehmed 11 built the tiirbe
his father wanted.

3. Tombs of Sultans in Istanbul

In 1453 Fatih Mehmed conquered Istanbul and made it the
capital of the Ottoman Empire. Starting from this moment,
all Ottoman sultans were buried in that city, no matter where
they had died. In the most ancient period every sultan had a
tiirbe of his own, but this custom ended in 1622, when Osman
11 was killed during a rebellion and hastily buried in his father’s
tomb. The new sultan, the mad Mustafa, had neither will nor
time to build a new monument for him. Twenty-nine Ottoman
sultans were buried in Istanbul and five of them found their
final resting-place in the tiirbe of an imperial woman, Hatice
Turhan. Nine imperial tiirbes keeps only one sultan’s grave,
three keeps three sultans’ sarcophagi, and other three two
sultans’s ones.

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Mehmed 11, also known as Fatih Sultan Mehmed i.e.
sultan Mehmed the Conqueror, led the Ottoman army
to the conquest of the Byzantine capital Constantinople,
that Turks called Istanbul from a Greek expression mean-
ing «to the city». Mehmed 11 passed away near Gebze,
during a military campaign. Rumors spread that he was
poisoned, but there is no solid evidence of this. He was
the first Ottoman sultan buried in Istanbul. His tiirbe was

erected near a mosque he had built. An earthquake de-
stroyed the complex in 1766, but it was rebuilt by the
architect Mehmed Tahir Aga in 1767. The tiirbe was de-
stroyed again by the Cibali fire of 1782 and the sarcopha-
gus and memorabilia inside were lost. An epitaph above
the door states that sultan Abdilhamid 1 had the tomb
repaired. Today Mehmed’s memorial is the most visited
tiirbe in Istanbul.

The last part of the sultan Bayezid 1I’s reign was a
turbulent period: his sons struggled for his throne and
their own lives since, according to a law established by
Mehmed 11, every new sultan could kill his brothers to
strengthen his power. In the end the old sultan was forced
to abdicate in favor of his most combative son, Selim.
Bayezid fell ill on the way to Dimetoka, where he was go-
ing to spend his last days. According to the Italian Giovan-

ni Antonio Menavino, he was killed by his physician, who
was obeying Selim’s order, by means of diamond powder.
Bayezid had asked to be buried in the Eyiip quarter in Is-
tanbul, in a roofless building. Selim 1 ignored his father’s
wishes and had him buried in the Bayezid mosque where
a tiirbe was later erected over his solitary grave.

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Selim I’s popular name was Yavuz (Resolute). He died
on the way to Edirne, during a military campaign. The his-
torian Hoca Saadettin describes Selim’s illness in detail.
He reported that the sultan suffered from anthrax infec-
tion. Ottoman officials kept the secret about his death
until his son Stleyman arrived from Manisa and assumed
the throne. Then, all the court came back to Istanbul with
the body. Selim was buried in the garden of his mosque
that was under construction. It was completed by the
new sultan, together with the tiirbe where Selim rests

alone. Until 2004 a kaftan adorned the sarcophagus. It
dated back to the Egyptian campaign. On coming back
from Egypt the kadi ibn Kemal’s horse muddied Selim’s
kaftan and he said «The mud from the horse of a scholar
is an ornament and honor for us». Thus, he ordered that
the kaftan had to be preserved with its stain and, after
his death, placed on his sarcophagus. In 2004 the kaftan
was removed from the sarcophagus due to deterioration.
At present it is kept by the head office of the Tirbeler
Museum (in Istanbul).

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Silleyman 1 was known as Kanuni (Lawgiver) in Turkey
and the Magnificent in Europe. He was seventy-one-year-
old when left Istanbul for his 13® military campaign. He
was ill, but he wanted to end his life as a warrior on the
battlefield. He died in his tent, on 7 September 1566, at
dawn; that evening Szigetvar, the fortress he was be-
sieging, fell in Ottoman hands. In order to avoid disor-
ders his death had been hidden for forty-eight days and
in the meanwhile a servant, who looked like the sultan,
played his role. According to some historians his body

was embalmed. Brought back to Istanbul, Siileyman’s
body was buried in the garden of Stileymaniye Mosque,
built while the sultan was still alive. Later, by order of the
new sultan Selim 11, the famous architect Sinan erected a
tiirbe over his grave, together with a smaller one for his
beloved wife Hurrem. Both buildings display beautiful
glazed tiles, woodcarvings and engravings made by the
finest artisans of the period. In the following centuries
two other sultans, Silleyman 1I and Ahmed 11, were in-
humed in Siilleyman’s tiirbe.

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According to a tradition Sileyman’s internal organs were
buried near Szigetvar, in a place now called Turbék. To stress
Ottoman power on Hungary his grand-son, Murad 111, order to
built there a tiirbe for his ancestor. Destroyed in 1664 by Hungar-
ians, it was re-built by Mehmed 1v. However, in 1693, when the
Ottomans lost control of the area, the inhabitants of the place
replaced it with a church. Till the 20™ century the local Muslims
used to go there on a pilgrimage. In 1994 the Hungarian-Turkish
Friendship Park was created where the Ottoman camp stood, and
two huge monuments for Stleyman and his Hungarian enemy,
Miklds Zrinyi, were made by the Turkish artist Metin Yurdanur.

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Selim 11’s son, Murad III, never saw a battlefield.
After having twenty-one years of reign, he died in
1595. His fatal illness was either a cold, or a stomach
haemorrhage, or even a stroke, there is no clear infor-
mation on this subject. He was buried in the garden
of Ayasofya as his father and his tiirbe was later built
according to Sinan style. Inside the building, there
are twenty other sarcophagi belonging to his sons:
nineteen princes were strangled by his eldest son’s
order, under the pretext of the Ottoman fratricide law.

Ahmed 1 became sultan at the age of thirteen and died
of stomach cancer when he was twenty-eight. His final
resting place is in the North-eastern corner of the mosque
he built: Sultanahmet. Later a tiirbe was erected on his
grave. He died in 1617 but the building was finished three
years later, during the reign of his son Osman 11, as it is

written in the epitaphs. The tomb is a square building,
with fifty-three windows in three rows that light up the
room. Inside the tiirbe, there are thirty-six sarcophagi
of various sizes, belonging to members of the Ottoman
dynasty.

When
Osman 11 was murdered, he became sultan for the second
time. However, he was dethroned again and confined in
a room of the imperial palace for fifteen years. He was
not killed since he was considered a holy person. He died
of an epileptic fit and was buried in the old baptistery of
Ayasofya. This building dates back to the 6' century A fter

the Ottoman conquest, the basilica became a mosque and
the baptistery was utilized as an oil depot. Mustafa 1 died
in 1639 and Ottoman authorities thought the baptistery
a good final resting place for him. They removed the bap-
tismal pool, added a new gate and transformed the old
building into a tiirbe. The exterior has four walls while
the interior has an octagonal layout with the remains of
ancient frescoes. Another sultan, Ibrahim 1, was inhumed
in the baptistery. The other seventeen sarcophagi belong
to Ahmed 1I's daughters, Murad 1v’s daughters, Ahmed 1I's
children and other members of the Imperial family.

Ten days later he was executed, after the
seyhtilislam (the great mifti of Istanbul)
had issued a fetva (legal opinion) in this
sense, and buried next to Mustafa1in the
baptistery of Ayasofya.

He died at the
age of fifty-one, four years after his removal from pow-
er, and was buried beside his mother, the valide Hatice
Turhan, in her tiirbe in the Yeni Camii (New Mosque)

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Mustafa 111 is well known for his efforts to modernize
the Ottoman army in a period of crisis and decline. He
died in Istanbul at the age of fifty-six of a brain hemor-
rhage. He ordered to the architect Mehmed Tahir Aga to
build the Laleli mosque complex and his mausoleum is
part of it. The tiirbe has ten sides with single dome and an
arcade entrance. Its exterior walls, facing Ordu Caddesi,

are very ornate and the interior is lavishly finished. In
front of the tiirbe there is a sebil (public fountain) where
water, or even sherbet, was dispensed. It has a small
garden with several tombstones belonging to Ottoman
officials. Besides Mustafa 111, this tiirbe is the final rest-
ing place of his son Selim 11 and other members of the
Ottoman dynasty.

When he heard that the Ottoman army had lost the Ozi
fortress on the Russian border, he had a stroke and died
a few months later. He was inhumed in the tiirbe that he
had ordered to build for himself. It is in the Bahcekap1
quarter of Istanbul and was part of the imaret (alms-
house), which Abdiilhamid 1 created in 1776. In the fol-
lowing centuries Bahgekapi became a trade and busi-
ness center, properties there became in great demand
and the imaret vanished. The only extant buildings once

Murad v suffered a psychological dis-
order and was ousted from the throne
after ninty-three days. Subsequently, he
was imprisoned for twenty-eight years
in the Ciragan Palace where he died of
diabetes. Murad asked to be buried in
the Yahya Effendi Lodge’s garden, but
he was inhumed in the Cedid Havatin
Tirbe, next to his mother. The Cedid
Havatin Turbe (New tomb of honored
women) is not a totally independent
tomb. When Hatice Turhan’s tiirbe got
full, feeling the need of additional space,
at first the Havatin Tiirbe was erected.
However, since it did not suffice, the
Cedid Havatin Tiirbe was additionally
constructed. Originally, it had a separate
gate, but today it is accessed from the
Havatin Turbe.

Abdilhamid 11 ruled for thirty-three years before he was
deposed and exiled from Istanbul to Thessaloniki. In later
years, he was obliged to come back to Istanbul where he
was imprisoned in the Beylerbeyi Palace. He remained
there until his death of pneumonia in 1918. His body was
brought to the Topkap1 Palace with great pomp and cer-
emony and he was buried in the Mahmud 11’s tiirbe.

He was inhumed in his
tiirbe, near the Eyiip Iskelesi, where
the sarcophagi of two other members
of his family are kept. In accordance
with his wishes, a Primary School was
established near his tiirbe.

4. The end of the Empire

The Ottoman Empire, which Osman Bey founded in 1299, was abolished by a decree of
the Turkish National Assembly, made on 1 November 1922, which invalidated the sultan-
ate and the government of Istanbul. Subsequently the Ottoman government resigned. On
the morning of 17 November 1922 the last sultan, Mehmed vi (Vahideddin), his youngest
son Mehmed Ertugrul, and his harem boarded a British ironclad anchored in front of the
Dolmabahce Palace and sailed for Malta.

Thus, the history of the Ottoman Empire, which had lasted 623 years, had 36 emperors,
ruled on three continents and, with the caliphate, had a sphere of influence of 24 million
square kilometers came to an end and the Turkish Republic saw the light.

When the sultanate was abolished in
1922 the last Ottoman sultan, Mehmed
Vahideddin vi abdicated and left Istan-
bul. A fter visiting several countries, he
chose to settle in Sanremo, Italy. He
suffered a fatal heart attack in 1926.
He was aware that he could not come
back to Turkey, even after his death,
and he asked to be buried in the Se-
lahaddin Eyyubi’s tiirbe in Damascus,
Syria. Unfortunately, this tomb was full
and Mehmed vi was buried in that city
but in the graveyard of Sultan Siiley-
man Mosque, also in Damascus.
