"It seems to me that you are right
in using that name. The characters of the genus Plowrightia
were naturally based on the anatomical structure and not on
the nature of the parasitism. ‘'While it is true that in

general in any given genus,if some of the species are
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parasitic on living tissues,cll the species are apt lo be,
it by no means jollows that this must be the case,ond one
cannot adnit that the physiological characters should
predonirnate over anatomical characters. Certainly Sphaeria
morbosa cannot be put in Dothideacege. The authority jor
the Otthia,lowever,is not(S)F. & E.,but (S.)Cooke,for in
Grevillea 15,84.Marc’ 1887, Cooke gave the name 0.morbosa

and he says there that Qtthia is a genus, not a sub-genus. "
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
